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Joshua had an early interest in writing and was a prizewinner in a
Disney essay contest. However, soon his interest was piqued in a
different direction while attending the Business Magnet High
School. Participating in the Finance and Scholastic Training (FAST)
Track program once a month at the Bloomberg offices in
Manhattan, Joshua became involved with computers.  Later, while
working with the Virtual Enterprise program at his high school, he
learned about the processes that companies use to make financial
decisions about what technologies to choose for their businesses.
